Precautions When Still Image is Displayed, Red/Blue/Green/Black spots on the screen

A still image may cause permanent damage to TV screen

. Do not display still image on the LCD panel for more than 2 hours as
it can cause screen image retention. This image retention is known
as “screen burn”. To avoid such image retention, reduce the degree
of brightness and contrast of the screen during still image watching.

. Similar “screen burn” effect can appear on the LCD panel due to still
TV channel logo displaying.

. Watching TV in 4:3, 16:9 or similar modes which doesn't cover whole screen for long period of
time may leave traces of borders displayed on the left, right or center of the screen caused by the
difference of light emission on the screen. Playing a DVD or a game console can cause a similar effect
to the screen.

. Displaying stillimages from video games and PC for longer than a certain period of time may produce
partial after-images. To prevent this effect reduce the brightness and contrast when displaying still
images.

Damage caused by above reasons is not covered by the Warranty!

There may appear red spots, blue spots, green spots and black spots on the screen

. This is a characteristic of liquid crystal panels and is not a problem. The liquid crystal panels are built
with very high precision technology giving you fine picture details. Occasionally a few non-active
pixels may appear on the screen as fixed point of red, green, blue or black (up to 0.001% of total
display pixels). Please note this doesn’t affect the performance of your LCD TV.
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Notes on the USB connector:

USB flash drives must be inserted into the device directly. To prevent data transmission failure or
its interference do not use USB extension cables. Electrostatic discharges may cause the device to
malfunction. In such an event the user must restart the device.

Before using a USB flash drive test its ability to communicate with the device and its data reading and
writing speed.

To achieve the maximum reading speed we recommend that you keep the disk space defragmented.
Use the FAT32 file system, a single partition, without protection. If reading and writing on the USB flash
disk is not continuous, undesirable effects may occur such as partial image loss (distortions/checkering
effects) or complete image loss, audio defects, and in extreme cases the operation will be stopped.
Unexpected behaviour of the connected flash drive, or the presence of viruses or other damaging
software may cause the functions of the device to stop working, necessitating a restart.

The USB connector is the standard type and is not able to power a USB device with a high power usage
(e.g. hard disk drives HDD). Use devices with independent power supplies and power them from their
own power supplies.

The device was designed to achieve maximum compatibility with flash drives. With respect to the
variety of devices on the market it is not possible to guarantee compatibility with every USB device. In
the event of difficulties try formatting the flash drive directly in the appliance. If problems persist, use
a different flash drive.

Due to the wide range of USB devices available on the market it is not possible to guarantee the
compatibility of the device with all USB devices.

- To control the device using the remote
control, point the remote control at the
device and then press the button with the
required function. The maximum range
of the remote control is about 5 meters
with a deviation of up to +/- 30° from the
perpendicular direction to the reception
sensor of the remote control on the front
side of the device. The falling capacity of
the batteries gradually reduces the remote
control range. There must be no solid
obstacles in the area between the remote
control and the device when the remote
control is being used.

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Cable installation
Please read the instruction manual carefully before installation and use.

1. Take out the TV from the package and put it in a drafty and flat place.

Note:

When you plug or unplug the TV, computer or other equipments, you must make sure that the AC
power has been already shut down; when unplugging the power cable or signal cable, please hold the
plug (the insulated part), do not draw the body of the cable.

2. The RF output terminal can be connected with the RF input port of the TV.

3. The output AV terminal of DVD can be connected with the AV input port of the TV through AV cable.

4. Connect one end of the VGA cable with the VGA port on computer, connect the other end of the VGA
cable with the VGA port on the VGA port on the TV, and tighten the bolts clockwise on the each and
of VGA cable.

Note:
While connecting the 15-pin VGA, please do not insert the plug overexertedly, for fear the pin might be
broken.

5. Connect one end of the HDMI cable to HDMI device, and connect the other end of the HDMI cable to
TV.

While connecting the HDMI, please aim at carefully, do not insert overexertedly, for fear the pin might
be broken.

6. Check and make sure that all AV cables are connected with the corresponding ports correctly.
7. Connect SCART socket input or output from an external device to these jacks.
8. Connect the AC power cable with 100 — 240 V~ power supply.

Note:

The range of power input for the TV is 100 — 240 V ~ 50/60 Hz, do not connect the TV power input port
with the AC power out of the above range.

Please hold the insulated part of the plug when you are unplugging the power cable, do not touch
directly the metallic part of the cable.
