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« Before connecting the kettle to a power socket check that the nominal voltage matches the electrical voltage in the socket.

Make sure the power cord does not hang over the edge of a table or that it is not touching a hot surface or
sharp objects.

« Connect the kettle only to a properly grounded socket.

WITHOUT WATER

« Inthe event that you turn on the kettle without water inside or if the
kettle is filled with an insufficient amount of water, then it will turn off
automatically after a certain time. The kettle can be started again after
several minutes, once the heating bottom has cooled down.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

* Completely empty out the contents of the kettle after every use.

« Disconnect the power plug from the power socket and allow the
appliance to cool down before cleaning it.

« For cleaning, do not use cleaning products with an abrasive effect,
solvents, etc. that could damage the appliance. No part of this
appliance is intended for washing in a dishwasher.

Warning:

To prevent the risk of injury by electrical shock, do not
submerge the appliance, power cord or power plug in
water or any another liquid.

* If necessary, wipe the outer surface of the kettle first with a slightly
dampened cloth and then wipe it dry using a clean, dry cloth. In order
to prevent water entering the central connector, only wipe the bottom
part that is used to seat the kettle on the base using a clean, dry cloth.

* Toclean the base stand, use a clean, dry cloth.

Cleaning the filters

* The removable filter serves to capture limescale, and thereby
prevents it from being poured into a cup together with the water.
Regularly clean the filter under running water using a soft nylon
brush or submerge it for several hours into a vinegar - water solution
(recommended dilution ratio 1:2). After applying the solution,
thoroughly rinse the filter under clean running water.

Removing limescale deposits
» Limescale deposits inside the kettle may negatively affect its lifetime,
so itis important to regularly remove it based on how frequently
the kettle is used. During standard use (3 to 5 times per day), we
recommend limescale deposits be removed:
- once per month in areas with hard and very hard water;
— once every two to three months in areas with soft and medium hard
water.
» Toremove limescale deposits it is possible to use:
— 8% white vinegar, generally available in stores. Fill the kettle with a 1:1
water and vinegar solution. Bring the solution to a boil and leave it to

actin the kettle for 2 hours. Then empty the kettle and before further
use, boil clean water in it four to five times.

- citric acid. Boil 1L of water in the kettle, into the boiled water, add 30 g
of citric acid and allow the solution to act for about 30 minutes. Then
empty the kettle and before further use, boil clean water in it four to
five times.

STORAGE

* When not using the appliance for an extended period of time,
disconnect the plug of the power cord from the power socket,
completely empty out the contents of the kettle and allow the
appliance to cool down.

* Clean out the appliance according to the instructions in chapter
.Cleaning and maintenance”.

* Place the thoroughly cleaned and completely dry appliance in
a clean, dry place out of the reach of children and animals. Do not
expose the appliance to extreme temperatures.
